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OFFICIATING SCHOLARSHIPS

PURPOSE OF OFFICIATING SCHOLARSHIP

The aim of the Officiating Scholarships is to assist volunteer male or female officials to further develop skills in their chosen area.  The scholarships will provide financial assistance for volunteer officials both in metropolitan and country regions.  Officiating Scholarships of up to $1000 may be awarded in 2011 - 2012.

APPLICATION CRITERIA 

· Must be able to demonstrate a commitment to officiating in their chosen sport and have officiated a minimum of 1 full season.

· The application must be accompanied by a signed supporting letter from the applicants Club President / Secretary.

· The applicant must be a permanent resident of South Australia.

RECIPIENT INFORMATION 

· Recipients will be bound by the officiating Codes of Behaviour of the Office for Recreation and Sport (ORS). These can be found at http://www.recsport.sa.gov.au/training-support/CPSE-Strategies.html
· Recipients will be required to undertake the free online Play by the Rules training in officiating. 
· Recipients are encouraged to find a mentor or mentors to assist with their progression during the period of the scholarship.
· Recipients will be required to report on their scholarship, declare expenditure and provide receipts at the end of their scholarship period.
OFFICIATING SCHOLARSHIP

BENEFITS AND SPENDING PARAMETERS

· Recipients of the officiating scholarship can apply for financial assistance of up to $1000 to assist with professional development, education costs and/or furthering their National Officiating Accreditation Scheme (NOAS) level of accreditation (with the approval from the Senior Project Officer – State Coaching and Officiating Centre).

            The financial assistance can be used :

· to attend sport specific courses (eg NOAS General Principles/sports specific courses, updates) and/or

· to attend sport related courses (eg first aid, assessor training, presenter training, sports medicine) and/or

· to purchase relevant officiating resources (eg books, DVD’s) and/or

· for travel expenses to courses/conferences held throughout Australia and/or

· for registration fees for interstate courses/conferences and/or

· for travel expenses to attend competitions throughout Australia in an official capacity and where the scholarship recipient will be involved in specific, organised professional development.

· Introduction to the process of establishing networks and mentoring.

· A discount of 25% for any courses conducted by the Office for Recreation and Sport during the scholarship period.
