The Community Recreation and Sport Facilities
Program (CRSFP) was established to assist the
South Australian Government to work in partner-
ship with organisations delivering sport and active
recreation outcomes.

The primary aim of the program is to support the
South Australian Strategic Plan’s sport and recrea-
tion target (T2.3) “to exceed the Australian average
for participation in sport and physical activity by
2014

The CRSFP contributes to this target by providing
funding for the development of new or existing
sport or active recreation facilities that meet the fol-
lowing Office for Recreation and Sport (ORS) stra-
tegic outcome:

Provide sustainable facilities to meet community
needs.
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For the purpose of the Program, the following terms
have been defined:

Active Recreation is where:

- The primary purpose and primary focus of the
activity undertaken, is to engage in human physi-
cal activity for its own sake;

- The physical activity gained is not an indirect
benefit of the primary activity; and

- Organisations delivering these activities do so for
the primary purpose of human physical activity.

Sport is: A human activity capable of achieving a
result requiring physical exertion and/or physical
skill which, by its nature and organisation, is com-
petitive and is generally accepted as being a sport.”

Regionally Significant Facility is: the major facil-
ity of its type in the region and attracts users from a
substantial part of the Region or from several local
Council areas.

(Only applications post marked or received on or
before the closing time and date will be accepted)

Outcomes advised: Itis anticipated that
organisations will be notified
in December 2008.

Organisations can apply for funding in one of the
following three program categories.

To be eligible for funding applicants must be able to
verify that they can fund at least 50% of the total
project cost, or in the case of projects on school
property, 70% of the total project cost.

Voluntary labour and donated materials are allowed
as part of the applicant’s contribution to the project.

1. Community Level Facility Funding

Community Level Facility Funding provides grants
of between $20,000 and $50,000 to assist in the
development of new or existing local community
level sport or active recreation facilities. Larger
grant amounts may be considered where a project
clearly demonstrates a significant community need.

Grants up to 50% of the total project cost, and for
school-based projects up to 30% of the total project
cost are available.

Requests for grants of less than $20,000 will not be
considered.



2. Regional Level Facility Funding

Organisations seeking a grant under this category
must contact an ORS Grants Consultant to discuss
the eligibility of their project prior to applying for a
grant.

Regional Level Facility Funding provides grants of
between $20,000 and $300,000 to assist in the de-
velopment of new or existing sport or active recrea-
tion facilities that meet the definition of Regionally
Significant Facility (refer definition on page 4).

ORS will contribute up to 50% of the total project
cost and for school based projects up to 30% of the
total project cost.

Requests for grants of less than $20,000 and more
that $300,000 will not be considered.

3. Facility Feasibility Study Funding
Organisations seeking a grant under this category
must contact an ORS Grants Consultant to discuss
their project prior to applying for a grant.

Grants up to $15,000 are available to assist organi-
sations conduct facility feasibility studies.

Only incorporated, not for profit active recreation
and sport organisations can apply for a grant in this
category.
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Organisations that are:
Not-for-profit and incorporated under the South
Australian Associations Incorporations Act
(1985) or have another comparable legal status;

Sport and active recreation clubs/associations;
Local Government Authorities;

School Councils (please note: schools must be
able to demonstrate that the project will be ac-
cessible to the general community);

Community based organisations whose role is
to manage active recreation and sport facilities
(eg: Progress Associations).
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Organisations that:

Are for-profit and not incorporated under the
South Australian Associations Incorporations
Act (1985) nor have another comparable legal
status;

Hold a Gaming Machines Licence;
Have ORS grant acquittals and/or reports over-
due.

If you are unsure about your eligibility, please call
an ORS Grants Consultant to discuss.
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Listed below are projects for which grants could be
given. This list is by no means exhaustive and ap-
plications for other projects that meet the objectives
of CRSFP are welcomed.

Upgrade to playing surface such as netball/
tennis court resurfacing;

Upgrade to clubrooms;
Installation of floodlighting;

Construction/development of a walking and/or
bike trails;

Projects that target young people such as skate
parks, BMX tracks;

Installation of playing field irrigation and/or drain-
age systems;

Upgrade of aquatic facilities.

Refer to ORS website www.recsport.sa.gov.au for a
complete list of projects funded in previous rounds.
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The following types of projects will not be consid-
ered for funding:

Projects where the major beneficiary holds a
Gaming Machines Licence;

Projects that have commenced or have been
completed prior to a Funding Agreement being
signed (January 2009);

Projects that do not meet the definition of sport
and active recreation (refer page 4);

Applications under the Regional Level Facility
category that do not meet the definition of a Re-
gionally Significant Facility (refer page 4);
School based projects where the facility will not
have general community access;

Purchase of land,;

Projects that are not endorsed by the landowner;

Projects that are not supported by the Local
Government Authority;

The repair or replacement of facilities damaged
by fire, explosion, vandalism, flood, storm or
other natural disasters that would normally be
covered by insurance;

Projects that have already received a CRSFP
grant;

Projects conducted outside of South Australia;
Payment of rates, repayment of loans and other
outgoings;

Any costs associated with preparing and submit-
ting an application.

If you require clarification on the eligibility of a
project, please call an ORS Grants Consultant.
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Stage 1: Initial Screening

Following the closure of the round, ORS will screen
applications to check that all essential documenta-
tion has been provided. Acceptance of essential
documentation received after this date will be at the
discretion of the Funding Assessment Committee.

Applicants are required to provide all essential
documentation to proceed to the next stage.

Stage 2: Assessment Process

Eligible applications will be assessed on the an-
swers provided in the application form and whether
the project meets the following assessment
criteria.

Extent to which the project meets the following
ORS objective:

- To provide sustainable active recreation
and sport facilities to meet community
needs.

Extent to which the active recreation and sport
facilities are safe, functional and fit for purpose
The organisation’s capacity to administer and
finance the project and its ongoing maintenance

Satisfying the above assessment criteria alone
does not guarantee the receipt of a grant. The
proposed project will also be assessed against the
relative merit of other projects in meeting the fund-
ing program objectives and the extent to which the
project will increase participation in sport and ac-
tive recreation.

In addition, it is anticipated that the number of eligi-
ble applications and funds sought will exceed the
funds available and therefore the ORS does not
guarantee projects will be successful, nor that all
successful applications will receive the full amount
of funding requested.

Stage 3: Recommendations

Funding recommendations will be forwarded to the
Minister for Recreation, Sport and Racing for con-
sideration. All applicants will be notified of the out-
come of their application once the Minister has ap-
proved the recommendations.

Please note:

Incomplete applications or applications received
without all essential documentation, may be con-
sidered ineligible.

- Applications must be written or typed on the offi-
cial application form. An electronic Microsoft
Word “type in” version is available through our
website: www.recsport.sa.gov.au

Faxed or emailed submissions WILL NOT be ac-
cepted.

- Do not bind the application or use display folders.
- Only supply 1 copy of the completed application.
It is not possible to approve all requests for assis-
tance, therefore funding should not be deemed
automatic or anticipated.

- These guidelines supersede all terms and condi-
tions contained in previous CRSFP guidelines.

- All funding is subject to the appropriation of funds
through the South Australian Government budget
process.

- Successful applicants (grantees) will receive writ-
ten notification from the Minister.

- A Funding Agreement will be forwarded to grant-
ees detailing the terms and conditions of the
funding. Once executed, a copy will be returned
to the grantee for their records.

- Once the Funding Agreement has been signed
between the grantee and the Minister it cannot be
altered unless both parties agree formally in writ-
ing.

- All projects must commence within 12 months
from the date on which the agreement is signed
by the Executive Director ORS on behalf of the
Minister for Recreation, Sport and Racing.

- Grantees have up to 18 months from the signing
of the agreement to complete their project.

As a recipient of funding, grantees must meet the
conditions as stated in the Funding Agreement,
including:

Use the Grant allocated only for the project as
detailed in the Funding Agreement;

It is the responsibility of the grantee to assess the
risk and maintain in force, in its own name and at
its own expense, appropriate and adequate in-
surance cover;

Maintain accounting records about the use of the
Grant in accordance with generally accepted ac-
counting principles;

Comply with the laws in force in South Australia;
Appropriately acknowledge the State Govern-
ment of South Australia as a funding source; and
Comply with all reporting and acquittal obliga-
tions as detailed in the Funding Agreement. Fail-
ure to comply may result in ORS grant payments
being suppressed and/or the organisation no
longer being eligible to receive ORS funding.
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All ineligible and unsuccessful applicants will be
notified by mail at the same time as successful ap-
plicants. Organisations are encouraged to contact
the ORS for feedback on their application.
