The Move It! Funding Program was established to
assist the South Australian Government to work in
partnership with organisations delivering sport and
active recreation outcomes.

The primary aim of the program is to support the
South Australian Strategic Plan’s sport and recrea-
tion target (T2.3) “to exceed the Australian average
for participation in sport and physical activity by
2014

Move It! contributes to this target by providing fund-
ing to sport and active recreation programs that aim
to get inactive people active and meet one or more
of the following Office for Recreation and Sport
(ORS) strategic outcomes:
Champion the importance of active recreation
and sport in social, health and economic wellbe-
ing;
Foster a strong, vibrant and innovative industry;
Increase the quality and level of participation;
Achieve sporting excellence; and
Provide sustainable facilities to meet community
needs.

Established under the Gaming Machine
(Miscellaneous) Amendment Act 1996, the Move It!
Program has an annual budget of $500,000. The
program has one funding round per year. Appli-
cants can apply for up to $50,000 per year and
funding for an initiative can be approved for up to 3
years.

Projects that address those groups with limited ac-
cess and low participation rates in active recreation
and sport (eg: children under the guardianship of
the Minister, homeless/marginalised, etc) and the
general inactive community will be considered.

For the purpose of the Program, the following terms
have been defined:

Active Recreation is where:

- The primary purpose and primary focus of the
activity undertaken, is to engage in human physi-
cal activity for its own sake;

- The physical activity gained is not an indirect
benefit of the primary activity; and

- Organisations delivering these activities do so for
the primary purpose of human physical activity.

Sport is: A human activity capable of achieving a
result requiring physical exertion and/or physical
skill which, by its nature and organisation, is com-
petitive and is generally accepted as being a sport.”

Inactive: is defined as a person who usually does
no moderate of vigorous activity on any days of the
week.

Program opens: Saturday 7 June 2008

Program closes: 5:15 pm
Monday 21 July 2008

(Only applications post marked or received on or
before the closing time and date will be accepted)

Outcomes advised: Itis anticipated that
organisations will be notified
in November 2008.

Not for profit organisations that are incorpo-
rated under the South Australian Associations
Incorporations Act (1985) or have another com-
parable legal status;

- Do not provide active recreation and/or sport
services or activities;
Are for profit and are not incorporated under the
South Australian Associations Incorporations
Act (1985) nor have another comparable legal
status;
Hold a Gaming Machines Licence, or where the
major beneficiary of the project holds a Gaming
Machines Licence;
Have ORS grant acquittals and/or reports over-
due;
Are schools, universities or other educational
institutions;
Are Local Government Authorities.

If you are unsure about your organisation’s eligibil-
ity, please contact a Grants Consultant to discuss.

Organisations that are ineligible are encouraged to
link or partner with an eligible local club or State
body where the project can benefit both groups.
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You must be able to answer, “YES” to all questions
1-3 in order for your project to be eligible under
Move It!

If you answer “NQO” to any question 1-3, your pro-
ject may not eligible.

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Listed below are some components of projects for
which grants could be given. This listis by no
means exhaustive and applications with other pro-
ject components that meet the objectives of Move
It! are welcomed.

Fee subsidies for participants on a low income,
pension, etc;

Wages for instructors/coaches/trainers;
Specialised equipment to conduct the activities;
Transport hire;

Training coaches/volunteers; and

Venue hire of the location where the activities
will be conducted.

Refer to the ORS website for a complete list of ap-
plicants funded in previous rounds. The website
also contains several “Example Projects” which in-
cludes the successful project, barriers encountered,
items funded, etc. Visit www.recsport.sa.gov.au for
more information.
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The following types of projects will not be consid-
ered for funding:

Projects that service existing participants;

The construction, renovation or upgrade of facili-
ties;

Projects that do not meet the definition of sport
and active recreation;

Projects aiming to engage participants that do
not meet the definition of inactive;

School based projects conducted during curricu-
lum time. This program only funds school based
projects conducted out of nhormal school hours;
Projects conducted outside of South Australia;
and

One-off events (where there are no pre-event or
on-going participation opportunities).

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Stage 1: Initial Screening

Following the closure of the round, ORS wiill
screen applications to check that all essential
documentation has been provided.

- Organisations will receive a postcard, which will
acknowledge receipt of your application and indi-
cate whether further information is required.
There will be a due date on the postcard — please
ensure that if you need to contact the ORS, you
do so prior to this date.

- Acceptance of essential documentation received
after this date will be at the discretion of the
Funding Assessment Committee;

- Applicants are required to provide all essential
documentation to proceed to the next stage.

Stage 2: Assessment Process

Eligible applications will be assessed on the an-
swers provided in the application form and the ex-
tent to which the project meets the following as-
sessment criteria.

The extent to which the project:

- Will increase participation in active recreation
and sport ;
Will identify and address the barriers to participa-
tion in active recreation and sport;
Develops sustainable partnerships with other
stakeholders; and
Is viable and sustainable.

Satisfying the above assessment criteria alone
does not guarantee the receipt of funding. The pro-
posed project will also be assessed against the
relative merit of other projects in meeting the objec-
tives of the funding program and ORS.

In addition, it is anticipated that the number of eligi-
ble applications and funds sought will exceed funds
available and therefore the ORS does not guaran-
tee projects will be successful, nor that all success-
ful applications will receive the full amount of fund-
ing requested.

Stage 3: Recommendations

Funding recommendations will be forwarded to the
Minister for Recreation, Sport and Racing for con-
sideration. All applicants will be notified whether
they have been successful or not once the Minister
has approved the recommendations.

Do not bind the application or use display folders.
Only supply 1 copy of the completed application.
It is not possible to approve all requests for assis-
tance, therefore funding should not be deemed
automatic or anticipated.

These guidelines supersede all terms and condi-
tions contained in previous Move It! guidelines.

- All funding is subject to the appropriation of funds

through the South Australian Government budget
process.
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- Successful applicants (grantees) will receive writ-
ten notification from the Minister.

- A Funding Agreement will then be forwarded to
grantees detailing the terms and conditions of the
funding.

- Once the Funding Agreement has been signed
between the grantee and the Minister it cannot be
altered unless both parties agree formally in writ-
ing.

- Payments will be processed in accordance with
the payment schedule detailed in the Funding
Agreement and forwarded directly to the organi-
sation either by cheque or electronic funds trans-
fer (EFT).

Grant in accordance with generally accepted ac-
counting principles;

- Comply with the laws in force in South Australia;

- Appropriately acknowledge the State Govern-
ment of South Australia as a funding source; and

- Comply with all reporting and acquittal obligations

as detailed in the Funding Agreement. Failure to
comply may result in ORS grant funding payments
being suppressed and/or the organisation no longer
being eligible to receive ORS funding.
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All ineligible and unsuccessful applicants will be
notified by mail at the same time as successful ap-
plicants. Organisations are encouraged to contact
the ORS for feedback on their application.
